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APPLICATIONS TO MICHAEL OAK 

 
If you would like your child to attend Michael Oak, these are our application requirements: 
 

a) Complete both sides of the application form, answer all the questions and make 
sure that the form is signed. 

b) An application administration fee of R300 must accompany the application – 
please note that this fee is not refundable. 

c) For applications for primary, middle and high school, a copy of your child’s most 
recent report must accompany the application (not originals please). 

d) There is an extra application form for the high school, for completion by both 
parents and pupils. 

e) Copies of any medical, psychological or therapists’ reports and assessments, if 
there are any, must be sent. 

f) A letter of motivation from you, giving your reasons for applying to send your child 
to Michael Oak, and giving a picture of your child’s strengths and weaknesses. 

The next steps are: 
• When there is the possibility of a place in the class, the teacher will take the 

applications from the waiting list to the faculty meeting to authorise an interview with 
your child and you (we do not interview if the class is full, but keep your application 
on our waiting list). 

• A screening by our remedial teacher may be requested for primary school children. 
• Acceptance is not guaranteed.  Subsequent to the interview, the application will be 

reviewed by the faculty meeting and the needs of the class as a whole taken into 
account before acceptance.  The application may even be referred to the College of 
Teachers in need. 

• There will be a short financial interview with the Bursar. 
• You will be notified in writing if your child has been accepted. 
• On acceptance, a contingency fee is payable (R2249 in 2008) in order to secure the 

place, and you will need to sign an Acceptance of Place agreement. The contingency 
fee is refundable at the end of your child’s time at Michael Oak.  This fee is not 
refundable in the event of your cancellation prior to taking up the place.
